World Class Conference Line-up for euroLED 2008

Mark Shorrock, CEO from the Low Carbon Accelerator, an AIM listed fund that invests in private companies who have a product, service or technology which can lead to reductions in CO2 emissions, will present on investor sentiment for SSL Opportunities.  In addition, Paul Thurk from Arch Venture Partnerships, a 

venture capital firm with over US $1.5 Billion under management and a strong focus on SSL, will discuss how to raise funds for SSL Ventures.
Top of the bill on 4th June will be a leading representative from Sustainable Energy Ireland, a department of the Irish Government, who will outline the Irish Government’s plans to ban the incandescent light bulb by the year 2009.  The Irish Government made the bold announcement in December 2007, the first European Government to introduce concrete plans and legislation to do so.  Dr. Geoff Archenhold, euroLED Conference Chair and advisor to the UK Government on ultra efficient lighting stated: “The conference line-up this year is by far the most impressive we have assembled to date, with influential SSL leaders addressing key topics that will define the future of LED lighting. I am confident that delegates will find the conference programme informative, interesting and vital for their lighting research and development programmes.”
